Answer key:

Time = distance + speed (16 miles + 12 miles per hour = 1.3 hours)
5,280 ft + 8 ft = 660 wheel rotations.

1,980 X 8 ft = 15,840 ft

15,840 ft + 5,280 ft = 3 miles

Jill would have turned the pedals 660 times to travel 2 miles if her
bike traveled 16 ft each time the pedals were turned. This is
calculated by first converting 2 miles into feet: 5280 ft X 2 = 10560 ft.
You then divide 16 ft into 10560 ft to determine the number of fimes
Jill needed to turn the pedails to travel 2 miles: 10,560 ft + 16 ft = 660
